Jesus said to the Jewish crowds: 
"I am the living bread that came down 
from heaven; whoever eats this bread 
will live forever; and the bread that I will 
give is my flesh for the life of the world." 
The Jews quarreled among themselves, 
saying, "How can this man give us his 
flesh to eat?"  Jesus said to them, 
"Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you 
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink 
his blood, you do not have life within you.  
Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my 

blood has eternal life, and I will raise him on the last day. For my flesh 
is true food,and my blood is true drink. Whoever eats my flesh and 
drinks my blood remains in me and I in him. Just as the living Father 
sent me and I have life because of the Father, so also the one who 
feeds on me will have life because of me. This is the bread that came 
down from heaven. Unlike your ancestors who ate and still died,

Bread of Eternal Life 
Dear friends, Christ is God’s answer to our human 
hunger, because his Body is the bread of eternal life: 
Take this and eat of it, all of you! Jesus’ invitation 
reflects our daily experience: in order to remain alive, we 
need to nourish ourselves with life, drawing it from plants 
and animals. Yet eating something dead reminds us that 
we too, no matter how much we eat, will one day die. On 
the other hand, when we partake of Jesus, the living and 
true Bread, we live for him. By offering himself 
completely, the crucified and risen Lord delivers himself 
into our hands, and we realize that we were made to 
partake of God. Our hungry nature bears the mark of a 
need that is satisfied by the grace of the Eucharist. As 
Saint Augustine writes, Christ is truly “panis qui reficit, et 
non deficit; panis qui sumi potest, consumi non potest” 
(Serm. 130, 2): he is bread that restores and does not 
run short; bread that can be eaten but not exhausted.   
The Eucharist, in fact, is the true, real, and substantial 
presence of the Saviour (cf. Catechism of the Catholic 
Church, 1413), who transforms bread into himself in 
order to transform us into himself. Living and life-giving, 
the Corpus Domini makes us, the Church herself, the 
Body of the Lord. 
     For this reason, echoing the Apostle Paul (cf. 1 Cor 
10:17), the Second Vatican Council teaches that “in the 
sacrament of the Eucharistic bread, the unity of 
believers, who form one body in Christ, is both 
expressed and achieved. All are called to this union with 
Christ, who is the light of the world, from whom we 
come, through whom we live, and towards whom we 
direct our lives” (Dogmatic Constitution Lumen Gentium, 
3). The procession that we are about to undertake is a 
sign of that journey. Together, as shepherds and flock, 
we will feed on the Blessed Sacrament, adore him and 
carry him through the streets. In doing so, we will 
present him before the eyes, the consciences and the 
hearts of the people. To the hearts of those who believe, 
so that they may believe more firmly; to the hearts of 
those who do not believe, so that they may reflect on the 
hunger present within them and the bread that alone can 
satisfy it.
